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Notes from the committee:

Technical examples do not include fingerings if there is an accompanying fingering
chart.

For chromatic scales, the general pattern is finger 3 on black keys, and finger 1 (or 2)
on white keys.

In the Intermediate levels, LH technical examples are written an octave lower to avoid
excessive ledger lines. In general, hands start an octave apart for all scales and
arpeggios.

The fingerings included in the Arpeggios and Broken Tonic Chords Fingering Charts (at
the end of the Intermediate technical examples) reflect standard fingerings found in
most methods and materials. Teachers may choose to alter fingerings where
appropriate for individual students.

Evaluation rubrics are included in an effort to streamline the assessment process for all
districts statewide; there are a limited number of keys included on each evaluation
rubric. These assessments are intentionally open-ended, as district chairs/adjudicators
should choose the keys to be tested each year.

The Advanced levels do not have accompanying evaluation rubrics. The level

requirements rubric may also be used as the evaluation rubric.
